Conventional approaches to sanitation planning and design seem to fail with depressing regularity. In low and middle income countries in particular, where coverage is low, the norms and approaches that are being applied in general seem to result in too frequent failures which either sees the perpetuation of low access to services, inappropriate technical choices, or short term failures in operation and maintenance.

The objective of this seminar is to engage with participants on these issues, through a workshop focused on examining both the planning frameworks which exist in parts of East Asia (i.e. Sanitation 21, HCES) and to review the Compendium of Sanitation Systems and Technologies, with a view to providing insight into its potential applicability and use.

The Compendium of Sanitation Systems and Technologies

Clean toilets save lives. But with billions of people lacking access to basic sanitation around the world, which toilet best meets each person's and family's need? A new guidebook produced by the Swiss Federal Institute of Aquatic Science and Technology (Eawag) and the Water Supply and Sanitation Collaborative Council (WSSCC) sheds light on the diverse sanitary systems and technologies which can help people across the developing world lead healthier and happier lives.

[image: image3.wmf]The Compendium of Sanitation Systems and Technologies is a planning and reference tool on the most appropriate and most sustainable sanitation systems and technologies. Abundant information exists about many sanitation technologies, but it is scattered in dozens of books and journals and often not known by the engineers and decision-makers working in sanitation, who largely stick to what they know. The Compendium tackles this problem by presenting a range of options in one document; it is useful as a starting point to make well informed decisions during the planning process. The Compendium also promotes a systems approach – as sanitation devices and technologies should always be considered as parts of an entire system.
One of the main bottlenecks to sustained provision of sanitation services to all is the limited knowledge and awareness about more appropriate systems and technologies that keep project costs affordable and acceptable, while providing the users with a fully acceptable level of service. The Compendium aims at bridging that knowledge and awareness gap and is divided into two parts: the system templates and the technology information sheets. The ideal user of the Compendium is one who is interested in learning more about alternative or novel technologies. The approaches and information presented, broaden the spectrum of innovative and appropriate technologies considered for sanitation planning.
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While useful to engineers and planners, the Compendium's technology sheets also give non-experts an understanding of the main advantages and limitations of different technologies and the appropriateness of different system configurations. The Compendium should allow all stakeholders to be involved in selecting improved sanitation technologies and to help promote people-centred solutions to real sanitation problems.
